               Meteorological Features (influencing the weather in next 24 Hours)
Yesterday's trough of a strong westerly wave now lies over Kashmir and adjoining areas. The monsoon 
low that was over southeast Sindh has moved west-southwestward and is now south of Gwadar in the 
Arabian Sea, becoming insignificant for the upper catchment of major rivers. A low-pressure area has 
developed over northwest Uttar Pradesh, which may affect the upper catchments of the Sutlej, Ravi, 
Chenab, and Jhelum rivers after 48 hours. An upper air circulation has developed over West Bengal 
and adjoining areas. Light to moderate moist currents are penetrating most parts of the country from 
the Arabian Sea and Bay of Bengal up to 5000 feet. Additionally, a well-marked seasonal low lies over 
northwest Balochistan, with central pressure below 994 hPa.

Widespread thunder storm rain of MODERATE to HEAVY intensity with Scattered VERY HEAVY falls 
and isolated EXTREMELY HEAVY rainfall is expected over the upper catchments of rivers Sutlej, Ravi 
and Chenab with some extend river Jhelum along with Gujranwala and Lahore Division. 
Scattered to Widespread thunder storm rain of moderate to heavy intensity with isolated very heavy 
fall is expected over river Indus with Rawalpindi, Sargodha, Multan, DG Khan, Bahawalpur, Sahiwal and 
Faisalabad Divisions.

GUIDLINES TO DDMAs 
§ Activate control rooms on 24/7 mode, well managed & equipped
§ Municipalities / WASAs of Low-lying areas need to be vigilant and keep de-watering and pumping 

stations ready
§ Arrange alternate source of power to keep pumping station operational in case of electricity failure 
§ Municipalities / WASAs to remove any obstacle in the flow of sewer 
§ DDMAs to issue early warning to the residents of Low-lying areas
§ Issue advisories to the farming community to avoid irrigating cotton crops where rainfall is 

forecasted.
