RELIEF COMMISSIONER PUNJAB’S ORDER REGARDING SMOG

Relief Commissioner Punjab in exercise of powers conferred under Section 4(2)(h) of "The
Punjab National Calamities (Prevention & Relief) Act, 1958", has issued order that there shall
be a COMPLETE BAN on the following activities in the territorial limits of the province of the
Punjab:

Burning of any type of crop residue.

Vehicles emitting visible smoke and pollutants falling into inadmissible limits.

All industries working without emission control system contributing deterioration in Air

Quality Index.

All stone crushers operating without wet scrubbers.

Burning of all types of solid waste, tyres, rubber and plastics.

Sale and use of all types of sub-standard fuels.

All types of encroachments or parking which cause hindrance in the smooth flow of traffic
