All industries working without emission control system contributing
deterioration in Air Quality Index.

All stone crushers operating without wet scrubbers.

Burning of all types of solid waste, tyres, rubber and plastics.

Sale and use of all types of sub-standard fuels.

All types of encroachments or parking which cause hindrance in the smooth
flow of traffic on public roads including footpaths.

All types of activities without proper safeguard which contribute in
generating fugitive dust.

Uncovered and open dumping/storage of construction material.

Uncovered transportation of construction material like sand, mud and
cement.

Any unauthorized activity which may cause pollution.
