Subject: More Monsoon rains predicted in coming days [ Monscon would remain active during the

week
Pakistan Meteorological Department (PMD) has informed that strong monsoon currents are likely to
penetrate in upper and central parts of the country from 20th July (Wednesday) and likely to spread to the
other parts of the country from 21st July (Thursday). Under the influence of this weather system:

More rain-wind/thundershower (with scattered heavy falls) are expected in Islamabad,
Rawalpindi, Murree, Attock, Chakwal, Jhelum, Sialkot, Narowal, Lahore, Gujranwala,
Gujrat, Sheikhupura, Faisalabad, Jhang, Mianwali, Khushab, Sargodha, Hafizabad

and M.B Din from 20th to 26th July with occasional gaps.

More rain-wind/thundershower (with isolated heavy falls) is expected in Sahiwal, Okara,
Bhakkar, Layyah, Multan, Khanewal, Pakpattan, Vehar, Rajanpur, Dera Ghazi Khan,
Bahawalpur, Bahawalnagar, Rahimyar Khan and Khanpur from 21st to 26th July with
occasional gaps.

Possible Impacts:

Heavy Rains may generate urban flooding in Rawalpindifislamabad, Faisalabad, Lahore and
Gujranwala from 20th to 23rd July.

Flash flooding is also expected in local Nullahs of |slamabad/Rawalpindi from 20th to 23rd
July. While, in hill torrents of Dera Ghazi Khan from 22nd to 25th July.

Rainfall may trigger landslides in Murree during the forecast period.

Travelers and tourists are advised to remain more cautious during the forecast period.
Farmers are advised to arrange the watering of the fields accordingly.

Precautionary Measures;

Identification & establishment of safe placesirelief camps by the District/Municipal
Administration on immediate basis.

The residents of most vulnerable areas should be shifted to temporary relief camps/safe places
as and when reguired.

Mecessary arrangements for provision of cooked food by District Administration should be
ensured in relief camps.

All required machinery/ dewatering sets should be made available timely to avoid urban
flooding.

In order to avoid epidemic diseases, health department should mobilize medical teams for
provision of first aid to the affectees of urban flooding.

Mecessary arrangements should be made to mitigate effects of heavy rain falls which may
generate flash flooding in local nullahs f rivers.

In order to avoid rain water bomne diseases, sprinkling of medicated spray in specified places
should be ensured by the health department.

In order to aveoid electric shock due to heavy rain, necessary arrangements by WAPDA
authorities should be made on emergent basis under the intimation of this office.

Heavy rainfall may cause road blockage [ closures, so concerned departments may ensure
necessany arrangements well in time.

All concemed authorities are advised to remain “ALERT™ and take all precautionary measures
to avoid any loss / damage.
