Pakistan Meteorological Department (PMD) has informed that Medium to High level flooding is also
expected in the Hill Torrents of D.G Khan Division and in the Nullahs of Rivers Chenab (Aik, Palku) & Ravi
(Bein, Basantar, Deg) during 24" to 26" July.
e FLASH FLOODING is expected in Hill Torrents of DG Khan Division and Esakhel
Mianwali from 24" to 26t July-2022.

Possible Impacts:

o The water level in the streams connected to Koh-e- Suliman, Salt Range and outfall drains
linked to the Hill Torrents may soar causing flood in the area.

Precautionary Measures:
e |dentification & establishment of safe places/relief camps by the District/Municipal
Administration on immediate basis.
e The residents of most vulnerable areas should be shifted to temporary relief camps/safe places
as and when required.
o Necessary arrangements for provision of cooked food by District Administration should be
ensured in relief camps.
e All required machinery/ dewatering sets should be made available timely to avoid urban
flooding. ‘
e In order to avoid epidemic diseases, health department should mobilize medical teams for
provision of first aid to the affectees of urban flooding.
e Necessary arrangements should be made to mitigate effects of heavy rain falls which may
generate flash flooding in local nullahs / rivers.
e In order to avoid rain water borne diseases, sprinkling of medicated spray in specified places
should be ensured by the health department.
e In order to avoid electric shock due to heavy rain, necessary arrangements by WAPDA
authorities should be made on emergent basis under the intimation of this office.
e Heavy rainfall may cause road blockage / closures, so concerned departments may ensure
necessary arrangements well in time.
e All concermed authorities are advised to remain “ALERT” and take all precautionary measures
to avoid any loss / damage.
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2. All concerned authorities are advised to remain alert and also take all necessary precautionary
measures during the forecasted period to avoid any loss of life/property.
3. The Concerned Deputy Commissioners are advised to keep operational / functional the District

Emergency Operations Centers (DEOCs) round the clock during the above-mentioned period under intimation to
PDMA, Punjab.
