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Subject: FOGGY CONDITIONS ARE LIKELY TO PERSIST IN PLAINS OF THE COUNTRY

Pakistan Meteorological Department (PMD) has informed that due to prevalent hydro-meteorological/
dry-winter weather fog like conditions are likely to persist in low-lying / plain areas of the country including
Punjab with increasing intensity especially during morning and night hours. Under the influence of this
weather system:

Possible Impacts:

e Foggy conditions may affect transportation means
e Air quality may be unhealthy for sensitive groups

Precautionary Measures:

e |f you're asthmatic or have COPD, carry your inhaler at all times.

« If you have respiratory conditions and need to travel on smoggy days, avoid congested areas
where you may get stuck in traffic jams.

e Travelers to check full functionality of low beam headlights, fog lights, and both indicator lights
(front & back) before embarking on travel

e Travelers on roads in at-risk / affected areas be forewarned of adverse conditions and be detoured
to safe waiting areas under guidance of respective PDMAs, local authorities, NH&MP and LEAs

e Travelers to avoid all unnecessary travel on roads during adverse foggy / low visibility conditions
to safeguard personal safety

« Travelers undertaking urgent / unavoidable travel on roads during foggy conditions to ensure safe
minimum distance between vehicles at reduced speed (as directions per NH&MP / LEAS)

e Travelers are strictly prohibited from making use of high beam lights during foggy conditions due
to extreme hazard posed to driver and other vehicles. High beam lights will not provide better
visibility and will reflect back into drivers’ eyes causing temporary blindness and further risk to
travelers

e Travelers are advised to make use of low beams and fog lights during foggy conditions to help
increase visibility while travelling

e Travelers are advised to park vehicles on safe road apron in-case unable to continue travel due to
adverse foggy conditions/ reduced or unsafe road visibility. Only make use of hazard lights to
indicate vehicle is parked on roadside apron

NOTE: Travelers are advised to remain cautious to avoid any untoward situation.
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2. All concerned authorities are advised to remain alert and also take all necessary precautionary
measures during the forecasted period to avoid any loss of life/property.
3. The Concerned Deputy Commissioners are advised to keep operational / functional the District

Emergency Operations Centers (DEOCs) round the clock during the above-mentioned period under intimation to
PDMA, Punjab.
